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A roadmap for the 
chemical sciences 
On 10th February, the European Commission 

hosted a conference on the implementation of 

the High Level Group (HLG) on the Competi-

tiveness of the Chemicals Industry recommen-

dations. Luis Oro, President of EuCheMS, called 

for a renewed commitment to the recommen-

dations made by the HLG. He pointed to some 

of the contributions EuCheMS has made, in-

cluding the awarding of the European Sustai-

nable Chemistry Award, EuCheMS work in the 

field of education and the role played in sup-

porting the International Year of Chemistry. 

These contributions have been recognised in 

the Commission’s final report of the HLG. 

Luis Oro announced that, “Europe must en-

sure that it has the right skills and invest-

ment structure to take research from the lab 

to the economy. In order to do this, we will 

need to see more support for fundamental 

chemistry research. We also need more 

chemists and a greater understanding of 

chemistry for all scientists, engineers and 

product designers.” 

Oro also announced that EuCheMS would be 

addressing one of the main recommenda-

tions made by the HLG, i. e. the need for “a 

road mapping exercise”. He emphasized that 

EuCheMS was uniquely positioned to provide 

insight, analysis, expertise and foresight in 

the creation of such a roadmap, identifying 

critical gaps in knowledge and research that 

are limiting technological progress. The road-

map will address six key themes: break-

through science, energy, food, health, water 

and resource efficiency. 

In the afternoon session on human resources, 

Pavel Drasar presented the work of the Europe-

an Chemistry Thematic Network Association. 

Drasar provided information on the progress 

made on the Eurobachelor and Euromaster 

quality awards.

Women sharing a chemical moment 
As part of the International Year of Che-

mistry, EuCheMS invited three women 

MEPs to participate in the global hand-

shake “Women sharing a chemical mo-

ment in time”, a networking breakfast in-

cluding video conferencing and live web 

feeds. At the EuCheMS breakfast on 18 Jan-

uary in Strasbourg Edit Herczog (Hungary), 

Maria da Graça Carvalho (Portugal) and Brit-

ta Thomsen (Denmark) answered questions 

sent in from Hungary, Spain and Sweden. 

Each of the MEPs was very familiar with the 

issues of women in science and all are mem-

bers of the European Parliament’s Commit-

tee on Industry, Research and Energy. 

Maria da Graça Carvalho, who has also 

been a Full Professor at the University of Lis-

bon and Principal Adviser to the President of 

the European Commission, said that much 

more use could be made of technology to al-

low women to work from home. 

Edit Herczog, who was a research fellow 

with the Hungarian Academy of Sciences 

and who has worked in both Unilever and 

ICI Hungary, commented on the low pres-

ence of women in private research, estimat-

ed at around 18 %. Herczog said that compa-

nies that had more involvement of women 

were more successful in the global market. 

Britta Thomsen is the author of the Euro-

pean Parliament report “Women and Sci-

ence” identifying and suggesting solutions 

for the social, cultural and other barriers 

that account for the under-representation 

of women in science. She pointed out the 

positive trend of more women choosing sci-

ence; however, this has not yet resulted in 

enough women as science managers or full 

professors. 

The event was part of a global initiative 

which brought women from 37 countries 

together for breakfast meetings on 18 Janu-

ary. The approach highlighted the interest 

for the advancement of women in science 

and demonstrated that women from Addis 

Ababa to El Paso are active in chemistry.

EuCheMS identified key areas in European research 

With the support of experts from its 

member societies, EuCheMS has identi-

fied six key areas that should be priorities in 

the EU Research Framework Programme 8: 

breakthrough science, food, energy, health, 

water and resource efficiency. There is a 

clear overlap with the “Grand Challenges” 

identified in the Lund Declaration.  

The EuCheMS report “Chemistry – finding 

solutions in a changing world” has been 

submitted to Commissioner Máire Geoghe-

gan-Quinn as preliminary input on the fu-

ture of the EU Research Framework Pro-

gramme. Over the next few months Eu-

CheMS will continue to develop a roadmap 

for the chemical sciences (see left), to identi-

fy the critical areas where gaps in knowl-

edge are limiting technological progress 

and where the chemical sciences have a 

role to play in bridging these gaps. The 

roadmap will inform EuCheMS input to the 

expected consultation on Framework Pro-

gramme 8.

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Electrochemistry: Matysik delivered 
honorary lecture 

The Heyrovský-Ilkovic-Nernst lecture was 

founded in 2002 by the Czech, Slovak and 

German chemical societies. The aim was to 

strengthen the scientific exchange among 

the participating countries in the field of 

electroanalytical chemistry. 

In 2010, Frank-Michael Matysik was en-

trusted with delivering this honorary lec-

ture in recognition of his contribution in the 

field of electroanalytical chemistry. 

Frank-Michael Matysik graduated with a 

PhD from the University of Leipzig in 1994. 

Since 2008 he is Professor at the Institute 

of Analytical Chemistry, Chemo- and Bio-

sensors of the University of Regensburg. He 

has made a number of research visits at for-

eign universities and has a record of long 

and useful cooperation with electroanalyti-

cal chemists both in the Czech and Slovak 

Republics, resulting in student exchanges, 

joint research projects and joint student 

conferences. 

During his visit of Czech Republic and Slo-

vakia in December 2010 he delivered three 

outstanding lectures covering his broad re-

search interest. At the Charles University in 

Prague, he talked about nonconventional hy-

drodynamic electroanalytical systems, at the 

Academy of Sciences of the Czech republic in 

Brno he delivered a lecture on bioanalytical 

studies using advanced electrochemical sys-

tems and at the Slovak Technical University 

in Bratislava his topic was microfluidic sys-

tems in conjunction with electrochemical 

and MS detection. Rich and useful discus-

sions resulted in the suggestion to further 

broaden and strengthen the existing cooper-

ation.

It was the privilege of the delegates, guests 

and observers at the annual meeting in Nu-

remberg to award the Tribute of the Division of 

Analytical Chemistry (DAC) to Ernst-Heiner 

Korte, who served as DAC Secretary for almost 

a decade until 2008. He played a major role in 

editing the DAC statutes, which provide an ef-

fective framework for the operation of the Di-

vision. His endeavours succeeded in estab-

lishing DAC as a major Division within 

EuCheMS, with a membership of 60,000. 

During his time in office, Ernst-Heiner Korte 

established the Division´s homepage 

(www.dac-euchems.org). He has always been a 

strong supporter of the Euroanalysis Confe-

rences (www.euroanalysis2011.rs) and shared 

a vision of analytical chemistry uniting in an 

integrated conference serving all aspects of 

the subject. He also organised Euroanalysis 12 

in Dortmund which attracted 450 participants. 

In 2004 Ernst-Heiner Korte promoted the intro-

duction of the DAC Tribute and the Robert- 

Kellner-Lecture (RKL), which is awarded to sci-

entists in analytical chemistry. The DAC Tribute 

and the RKL are now well established awards 

and contribute to achieving the DAC mission.

International Year of Chemistry in Hungary 

Measurement science 
summer school in Poland 
Measurement Science in Chemistry Euromas-

ter (MSC) is a consortium of nine European 

universities that deliver a Master’s Degree 

Programme offering education in the mea-

surement science. The consortium was 

awarded the ECTNA (European Chemistry 

Thematic Network Association) Euromaster 

quality label in 2008.  

An important activity of the MSC is the sum-

mer school, an intensive training course of the 

advanced topics of measurement science in 

chemistry, e. g. validation of chemical analysis 

procedures; traceability in chemistry; statistics 

and statistical basis of calibration; quantifica-

tion of measurement uncertainty; ISO 17025 

quality systems and laboratory assessment; 

sampling and sample preparation. 

The volume of the summer school is 30 ECTS 

points and the teaching methods range from 

classical lectures to case studies and role play-

ing. Students get follow-up assignments and 

their learning is evaluated afterwards. Sum-

mer schools have been organised in 2008 

(Celje, Slovenia), 2009 (Blagoevgrad, Bulgaria) 

and 2010 (Lepanina, Estonia).  

The summer schools are attended by Master 

students of the MSC partner universities. For 

the 2011 edition, a limited number of places 

are made available to persons who are not en-

rolled at one of these universities. The mini-

mum requirement for the qualification of a 

person enrolling is to have a bachelor degree in 

chemistry. The next summer school will take 

place from 10 to 23 July at the University of 

Poznan in Poland.
